The title of Our
Lady of Carmel can be traced back to the hermits (Carmelites) who used to live in the renowned
and blessed Mount Carmel. These pious and austere Carmelites prayed in expectation of the
advent of a Virgin-Mother. Thousands of years later, our Lady, Mary appeared to St. Simon
Stock, a Carmelite priest, in the exact same location on July 16, 1251. In this appearance of
Mary, she is known as Our Lady of Mount Carmel. She appeared holding Jesus as a child in one
arm and on her other arm, a Scapular. She promised that all those who wear Scapular and follow
Christ faithfully will be brought by Our Mother Mary into heaven at their deaths. Praying the
Novena to Our Lady of Mount Carmel has been an age-long practice through which Christians
have entrusted their intentions to God through the powerful intercessions of our Mother Mary.
Let us continue to share in the maternal love of our Mother Mary by praying this Novena with
devotion and attention. Amen
